Wolf Laurel Garden Club By-Laws
ARTICLE I – NAME

The name of The Club will be the Wolf Laurel Garden Club (The Club)

ARTICLE II – PURPOSE 
The Club shall be dedicated to preserving and enhancing the scenic and natural beauty and character of the various communities that together are known as Wolf Laurel.  To that end, it will seek to encourage and develop garden, conservation, and beautification projects for both homes and  the various communities; to stimulate  the knowledge and the love of gardening; to unite home and master gardeners who respect not only nature but also its natural order; to beautify common areas; and to share the advantages of association by means of projects, educational meetings, nature hikes, and Wolf Laurel trail development, and also to protect and improve the quality of the environment and hence life at Wolf Laurel.

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP 

The Club shall be open to all members of the Wolf Laurel Property Owners Association (WLPOA) as well as to others in the larger community of Wolf Laurel who have an interest and who will promote the purposes of The Club.  At their discretion, the officers may offer special or guest memberships to those who do not reside in the larger community of Wolf Laurel.  Officers shall have the right to decide upon membership as well as its limitations and categories with the concurrence of the membership at the annual meeting in the spring.  All regular members shall have the right to vote and to hold office.  Although initial membership shall be free, the officers shall decide if future dues shall be assessed.  Still, members who choose to support The Club financially can do so at the following levels:

Native Foundations of Wolf Laurel Garden Club

1. Mountain Rhododendron - $250.00 and greater

2. Flame Azalea - $150.00 – $249.99  

3. Mountain Laurel - $100.00 - $149.99

4. Trillium - $75.00 - $99.99

5. Bee Balm - $50.00 - $74.99

Members who contribute financially to The Club shall be recognized on The Club’s website, The Top of the Bald, and as deemed appropriate by The Club’s officers.

ARTICLE IV – OFFICERS

The officers of The Club shall be  President, Vice-President, Secretary/Treasurer, and Publicist, each elected for two-year terms.  After an initial term of two years, the Executive Board defined in Article V may decide to elect some officers in odd or even numbered years.  The President shall be responsible for the overall direction of The Club, for reporting to the WLPOA at least once quarterly, and for the presentation and approval of an annual budget to the WLPOA prior to its November meeting.  The Vice-President shall schedule annual and other meetings, solicit speakers and projects, and, if necessary, assume the Presidency of The Club.  The Secretary/Treasurer shall keep appropriate records, record, and distribute minutes, and, with the President, have signatory powers to disburse funds for The Club.  The Publicist shall prepare articles pertaining to The Club’s projects and efforts and distribute them to appropriate outlets.  Upon the recommendation of a nominating committee appointed by the Executive Board, a slate of officers shall be presented at the spring meeting and approved by a majority of those attending the meeting.  Each newly elected officer shall assume the duties of that office following the annual meeting.  

ARTICLE V – EXECUTIVE BOARD

Consisting of the elected officers, president emeritus, and appropriate committee chairpersons appointed by the President, the Executive Board shall have general responsibility for advising the officers and conducting The Club’s policies.  The Executive Board shall approve an annual budget and recommend the disbursement of funds other than routine, recurring, or previously budgeted expenses.  The Executive Board shall meet at least once annually prior to the annual spring meeting and at specially called meetings by the President.   

ARTICLE VI – COMMITTEES

The President and/or Executive Board may appoint ad hoc and standing committees necessary and appropriate for conducting The Club’s purposes and projects.  Committee chairs will report to the President at regular and/or called meetings.

ARTICLE VII – MEETINGS

An annual meeting shall be held in the spring of each year as scheduled by the Vice-President with the concurrence of the Executive Board and President.  In order to fulfill the purposes of The Club, the President may schedule monthly or occasional meetings.  The annual meeting shall include the presentation of annual reports, an address by the President, the presentation and approval of the budget for the coming year, the installation of new officers, and  any new business presented by the general membership.  

ARTICLE VIII – QUORUM

A quorum consisting of ten per-cent (10%) of enrolled members as indicated by rolls maintained by The Club’s secretary/treasurer shall be required to execute The Club’s business at annual meetings.  Proxies shall be allowed at the annual meeting. 

ARTICLE IX – AMENDMENTS

The Club by-laws may be amended at any annual meeting by a two-thirds vote of members present and voting.  Copies of all proposed amendments must be submitted to The Club’s website or otherwise made available to the general membership at least seven days prior to the annual meeting.  After approval by the general membership of The Club at the annual meeting, the governing board of the Wolf Laurel Property Owners Association must approve all amended changes to the by-laws.  Proxies shall be allowed.

ARTICLE X – CLUB LOGO/COLORS
The logo and colors of The Club shall be established at the first annual meeting of The Club.
